

Dear Sirs 

               The Placing of "For Sale" and "For Let" (and similar) signs on council property.

It has come to our attention that [insert appropriate  estate agents name] have placed a [insert appropriate "for sale"]  [insert appropriate "to let"] sign on council property at [insert appropriate Location]  without landlord permission, licence or consent. This practice is unacceptable.

We have obtained a legal opinion in this matter and have been advised that a failure to obtain the council's permission before erecting signs on council property is likely to have a number of legal ramifications. Those erecting the signs (and/ or their employers) are likely:

(i) to be liable to the council in a claim of nuisance and/ or trespass; and

(ii) to have committed an offence pursuant to section 1 of the Criminal Damage Act 1971 (if damage has been caused).

These offences may also be committed pursuant to section 224 of the Town and Country Planning Act 1990 and/ or pursuant to the Town and Country Planning (Control of Advertisements) Regulations 1992.

We should also like to bring to your notice that by erecting such notice boards you are assisting the leaseholder in breaching the conditions of their lease

The purpose of this letter is to give you notice that HFI is considering commencement of civil and/ or criminal proceedings should further signs be erected without our written permission.
